Hope in a Time Like This 
Revelation 1-5 

Revelation 1:13-18  13 in the midst of the lampstands one like a son of man, clothed with a long robe and with a 

golden sash around his chest.  14 The hairs of his head were white, like white wool, like snow. His eyes were like a 

flame of fire,  15 his feet were like burnished bronze, refined in a furnace, and his voice was like the roar of many 

waters.  16 In his right hand he held seven stars, from his mouth came a sharp two-edged sword, and his face was 

like the sun shining in full strength.  17 When I saw him, I fell at his feet as though dead. But he laid his right 

hand on me, saying, "Fear not, I am the first and the last,  18 and the living one. I died, and behold I am alive 

forevermore, and I have the keys of Death and Hades. 

 

Revelation 2:1-7  1 “To the angel of the church in Ephesus write: The words of him who holds the seven stars in 

his right hand, who walks among the seven golden lampstands.  2 ‘I know your works, your toil and your patient 

endurance, and how you cannot bear with those who are evil, but have tested those who call themselves apostles 

and are not, and found them to be false.  3 I know you are enduring patiently and bearing up for my name's sake, 

and you have not grown weary.  4 But I have this against you, that you have abandoned the love you had at 

first.  5 Remember therefore from where you have fallen; repent, and do the works you did at first. If not, I will 

come to you and remove your lampstand from its place, unless you repent.  6 Yet this you have: you hate the 

works of the Nicolaitans, which I also hate.  7 He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the 

churches. To the one who conquers I will grant to eat of the tree of life, which is in the paradise of God.' 

 

Revelation 4:2-3  2 At once, I was in the Spirit, and behold, a throne stood in heaven, with one seated on the 

throne.  3 And he who sat there had the appearance of jasper and carnelian, and around the throne was a 

rainbow that had the appearance of an emerald. 

 

Revelation 5:8-10  8 And when he had taken the scroll, the four living creatures and the twenty-four elders fell 

down before the Lamb, each holding a harp, and golden bowls full of incense, which are the prayers of the 

saints.  9 And they sang a new song, saying, "Worthy are you to take the scroll and to open its seals, for you were 

slain, and by your blood you ransomed people for God from every tribe and language and people and 

nation,  10 and you have made them a kingdom and priests to our God, and they shall reign on the earth."
